Insight Enterprises, Inc., Peninsula Center for Independent Living
(IEPCIL) is a private, non-profit, non-residential, community-based,
consumer-directed Agency established in 1987 to provide services to
assist people with disabilities, residing on the Virginia Peninsula and
Middle Peninsula, to live independently in the community. IEPCIL is
funded by the Federal government through the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services; Virginia State government through the
Department for Aging and Rehabilitative Services; grants from local
governments; foundations; fees for services and private donations.

IEPCIL provides services to approximately 1,000 people annually--
services that allow people to remain in their home; avoid
institutionalization; transition from Nursing Homes to the community;
secure employment; locate accessible, affordable housing; increase their
education; acquire necessary assistive technology and improve self-
advocacy skills.

IEPCIL works with Federal, State and local governments to assist in the
development of programs that improve the lives of people with
disabilities and increase opportunities for full community participation.
IEPCIL works with members of the private/business community
providing technical assistance to assist them in being able to comply
with laws designed to aid in full community integration and to remove
physical and attitudinal barriers that prevent people with disabilities
from being able to function at their highest capacity.
