Hailoves Stallings has contributed nearly fifty years of service
to the residents of Newport News. In 1974 he joined First
Church of Newport News (Baptist) and over the years he was
the Trustee (Chairman) and Senior Usher Ministry (Chairman
of Men). As Legal Custodian, he was responsible for all church
property, including maintaining and managing real and personal
property and finances, in addition to providing transportation
for members and visiting the sick and shut-ins.

Additional organizational contributions were made through
Newport News Police Department’s Anti-Crime Partnership
Committee (acted as an advisor on crime prevention while
mentoring youth), Advisory Citizen Committee (helping citizens
focus on the downtown area), Jessie Rattley Foundation &
Campaign (raise funds, collect food and school items for the
needy), and Democratic Party (head of polls in Newport News).

Mr. Stallings served on both the General Grand Chapter
of Royal Arch Masons and the Tidewater Usher Boards
Conference, which aided countless citizens with home repairs,
transportation, and visits to those in need.

When asked what he gained from volunteering Mr. Stallings
replied, “I felt like | was doing what God wanted me to do. | am
happy and thankful that | could share in these experiences.”
His unwavering contributions span a lifetime to benefit those in
need while making the City a safe place to live.



James F. Wynn

Born in Warwick County, VA, James Wynn has been an active
member and Trustee of Colossian Baptist Church for over
twenty years. A choir member of the Male Chorus, he sings on
the third Sunday of each month at church and travels with the
Pastor and Choir to other church services and engagements.

Duties of a Trustee include serving as a steward of the
church’s finances, properties and possessions. Considered to
be a dedicated and hardworking trustee, he worked tirelessly
alongside others in maintaining the cemetery and building,
meeting with special committees during the building process
of the remodeled edifice, and voluntarily cleaned the fellowship
hall. His attention to detail in all that he does for Colossian has
saved countless dollars in replacement and improvement fees.

James Wynn’s mentorship and support of the food program
for the homeless shows his tireless compassion for his fellow
neighbor. He has taken the initiative to ensure that the Newport
News community is a better place for citizens. He enjoys people
and seeing them happy.

Theresa Wynn, along with her husband James, is a member
of Colossian Baptist Church. For her, life has been filled with
service as a Priscilla Missionary member, visiting nursing
homes, feeding the homeless and preparing care boxes for
those in need. She felt that she is someone who could make a
difference in the life of those in nursing homes and now can be
counted on to be the one who visits.

She is a current member of the Colossian Benevolent
Committee which reviews applications from those in need
of financial assistance. Many families and individuals do not
know where to turn, so the Benevolent Committee is mindful of
their needs. If unable to help, suggestions are made to improve
their financial situation while encouraging them to return again.

Mrs. Wynn was Chair of the Kitchen Ministry for fifteen years,
and Chair of the Food Pantry for nineteen years. Menus were
created, and food was ordered and purchased for anniversary
parties, funerals, and ministry services. Boxes of food were
prepared from the pantry and were ready whenever there was
a need - nights, days, weekends and holidays.

Of her volunteer experiences Mrs. Wynn says, “The heartfelt
satisfaction of knowing | could make a difference in someone’s
life. A positive feeling of warmth and love in my heart for
someone beyond those | know personally.”
